Hospice services are covered by Medicare,
Medicaid, and Champus at no cost to the
patient or family. Hospice services may also be
covered by HMOs, PPOs, private payment, and
private insurance plans. We will be happy to
verify insurance coverage for you.

Any physician who is willing to serve as your
attending may be your hospice doctor. Many
physicians wish to maintain long-standing
patient relationships.
